Louis Hantover, Former Somis Resident, Dies
Funeral services were conducted at the Hollywood Cemetery Sunday by the Spanish-American War Veterans, Masonic Lodge and Rabbi Addleson of Hollywood for Louis Hantover, formerly of Somis, 64, who died Friday at his home in North Hollywood.

Born in Chicago in 1884, Mr. Hantover was a Ventura County resident for almost 35 years until 1944 when he sold his interest in the Somis Mercantile and moved to North Hollywood.  He was the Postmaster at Somis for most of that time. In March, 1944, he sold his store to Kyle McCleery, who is also the Postmaster now in Somis.

Mr. Hantover was one of the youngest Spanish-American War Veterans.  He enlisted for service with the American forces when he was 14.

Mr. Hantover is survived by his widow, Dora, and two daughters, Mrs. Sam Azen and Mrs. Glen Everet, all of North Hollywood.

Supervisor Robert Lefever of Camarillo, past grand master of the Oxnard Masonic Lodge and Cecil Brann, master, were in charge of the Masonic services at the cemetery.  Other members of the Lodge attending the funeral from here were:  E. O. Allison, Kyle McCleery, Jno. Fulkerson, and Fred Aggen.
